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Three Models of Explaining China’s Problems by the Western Literary Theory in the 20th Century

In the 20th century, the Western literary theory’s interpretation of China’s problems is a criticism of the
western literary theory in the inner discourse system of the western literary theory itself. In the case, the China’s
problems were taken as outer and optional existence as an other; while Chinese scholars tended to think that
the western literary theory contained several levels of complicated feeling structure in comprehending and
interpreting those Chinese problems.

However, the current China’s literary theory should not be satisfied for just offering the western scholars with
a classical aesthetics and thoughts of foreign emotional appeal, nor should stay in the Orientalist criticism of
misinterpreting the western literary theory and misunderstanding the Chinese problems. It is more important to
construct a new-state discourse system of Chinese literary theory through communications and conversations
with a cultural ideal of multiple-lateral para-genesis.

The Research Orientation and Contemporary Significance of the Organic Marxism

A Study on the Factors Influencing the Rural Labors Become Migrant Workers But Participate Land
Circulation
Ning Guangjie and Jiang Xian 101
Land circulation is of great significance in the development of modern industry and new urbanization. Based
on the data of the Rural-to-Urban Migration Survey in China (2008), this paper studies migrant workers’
participation in land circulation and its influencing factors, meanwhile carries out an empirical analysis using the
logistic model. The results show that there aren’t a lot of migrant workers participating in land circulation, and
the land circulation form they adopt is comparatively simple; migrant workers decide whether to transfer land
or not, based on a consider of their own situation. At the macro level, the immaturity of land circulation market,
the imperfection of social security system and the lack of sound land transfer system greatly hamper the migrant
workers’ enthusiasm for land circulation; while in the micro aspect, more family labors with a younger age work
in non-agricultural industry for an enhancement of the stable wage level and employment, may have a greater
probability of the migrant workers’ participating in land circulation.

The Origin of the Dutch Embassy Dispatched to China in 1794

Following the Macartney embassy in 1793, the Dutch East India Company in Batavia sent Isaac Titsinghthe
in the next year as ambassador to Beijing. Nowadays scholars come to the consensus that Andre Everard van
Braam Houckgeest played a crucial role in urging the Batavia government to dispatch this mission, while the
initiative that was taken by Chang Ling, the vice-Roy of Guangdong and Guangxi provinces, was neglected. By
carefully analyzing several documents, for instance the letter sent by Van Braam to Batavia requiring a mission,
the investigation on the credibility of VanBraam taken by Titsingh soon after his arrival, and the testimonies
given by the chiefs of the English and Spanish factories in Canton, some key junctures in the formation of the
mission could be reconstructed.It could therefore bring to light on the hided connection between the arrival of
the Titsingh and Macartney’s previous failure that occurred successively.

The ldeas about Geomantic Omen and Its Literary Represent in the Rhymed Fu Prose in the Han Dynasty

The name of Geomantic Omen (Fengshui) was not appeared and Kanyu also was not referred to Fengshui in
the Han dynasty. In fact, the belief on Fengshui concerning residence and tomb had begun to prevail at that time.
The depiction of Fengshui about residence in the rhymed Fu prose was manifested in the works which were
related to the capital and palace garden. The thought on Fengshui about tomb in the Han dynasty was centrally
reflected by Zhang Heng’s ‘Zhong Fu’. The belief on Fengshui in the Han dynasty was an important element
of subject matter and implication expression of the Fu prose. The investigation of the influence on the Fu prose
by the ideas of Fengshui in the Han dynasty will make us understand the Fu prose more comprehensively and
actually.
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
