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Detachment and Liaison .

A Research of Wei Ting-sheng’s Zhu-ji Thought

Abstract; Wei Ting-sheng’s Zhu-ji thought was unique in the economic thought in
modern China. The article first sorts out the basic elements of Wei Ting-sheng’s Zhu-ji
thought and the implementation of the Nanjing National Government’s Zhu-ji system,
and briefly discusses the advancement of the Zhu-ji system and the reasons why it was
difficult to implement. Then, it deeply analyzes the characteristics of the detachment
and the liaison of the Zhu-ji thought, arguing that the detachment is the premise for
the liaison of the Zhu-ji thought, and the liaison is the objective requirement and the
inevitable result of the detachment. Therefore, the two complement each other, which
constitute the most significant characteristics of Wei Ting-sheng’s Zhu-ji thought and
serve as the theoretical basis of the National Government’s Zhu-ji system. After the
implementation of the Nationalist Government’s Zhu-ji system, Wei Ting-sheng’s Zhu-
ji thought and the Zhu-ji system instituted under its guidance received both criticism,
highlighting its drawbacks at that time, and support, advocating its design advantages
and practical benefits. Wei Ting-sheng’s Zhu-ji thought and Zhu-ji system instituted
under his guidance were the product of the combination of the western financial thought
and systems, the historical situation during the Republic of China and the National
Government’s practice, Wei Ting-sheng’s personal factors, and China’s traditional
fiscal thought. The concept of checks and balances in the distribution of powers
inherent in his thought still has important reference significance for the construction
and management of the contemporary China’s fiscal system.
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
